Minutes of the November 4, 2009 meeting

PRESENT:  Board members Chris Pritchard, Orle Jackson, Noel Bookout, Ashley Stewartwall, Jerry Swart, Don Gerber, Lupe Green and Sister Pat Manoli. 
1. Board President Chris Pritchard opened the meeting at 1:15 p.m. and welcomed all attending.

Minutes of the October 21, 2009 Board meeting were reviewed with a motion by Board member Sister Pat Manoli and second by Ashley Stewartwall to approve minutes as written.  The minutes were approved but Lupe Green abstained from voting as she was not present at the October 21st meeting.    
3. a. The Bill Ellison property proposal was reviewed by Board member Jerry Swart.  Jerry noted the property was located on Trinity Avenue in the Antelope area.  He said the water will need to be tested and that the property had good access.  Mr. Ellison will lease the property to Tehama Together for a community garden for three years at a dollar per year. Board member Orle Jackson reported he sent a thank you letter to Mel Oldham.  Board member Don Gerber made a motion to accept Mr. Ellison’s proposal with a lease to come at a later time.  Lupe Green made a second with unanimous approval.

b. Orle Jackson reported the Articles of Incorporation were mailed two weeks ago and a draft of revised Bylaws will be presented in a couple of weeks.

c.   The grand opening committee reported they have been working for 5 – 6 weeks preparing for the big day.  The committee reviewed the assigned tasks and the program established for that day.
d. Webmaster Ashley Stewartwall was congratulated on a job well done for preparing a revised newsletter and discussion followed concerning the emailing of the newsletter.

e. Chris Pritchard and Don Gerber promised they would have a note for a loan agreement drawn up and ready for the next board meeting.
f. Orle Jackson reported a 211 meeting has been set for January 6th, 2010 at 3:00 p.m. and that a flyer and press release would be sent.

4. Following discussion, the annual meeting for Tehama Together is set for the first Wednesday of January with the second board meeting in November set as an election meeting.
