Community Meeting Minutes
Monday, July 20, 2009 – 1:00 PM
Opening:  Chris Pritchard opened the General Meeting of Tehama Together on July 20, 2009 at 1:20 PM at 332 Pine Street, Red Bluff, CA  96080 

Present:   Kathy Bramhall (Guest – Red Bluff Garden Club), Ruth Deike, Kari Dodd (Guest – Tehama County Farm Bureau), Orle Jackson, Chris Pritchard, Mary Shaver Hobi and Jerry Swart.
Kathy Bramhall – California Garden Club, Inc.: 

Kathy talked about coming across the group Urban Farming Foundation. She checked out the website and said that this was mainly used in large cities but might be worth checking out.
California Garden Club, Inc. has their 501c3. She suggested maybe going under their 501c3 as an umbrella group. This would mean that we would work under their 501c3 number but would need our own IRS tax/business number. Kathy gave the Board CGCI’s mission statement and objectives. Kathy also provided information as to what CGCI can offer to TT, an application and resource information. In addition she will be sending Chris Pritchard Red Bluff Garden Club’s Bi-Laws to use as an example.
Sherri ??? – Paynes Creek Property:
Land available is half way between Paynes Creek and Mineral. Land is approximately 30 miles out of Red Bluff. Roughly about 5 acres of useable land and could be if cleared about 20 acres. Water is a bit of an issue right now. Current price is 1¢ per gallon of water. 

Kari Dodd – The Farm Bureau
The Farm Bureau supports farmers, ranchers and agriculture individuals. They also participate with the youth by way of day camps with guest speakers to share about the agricultural fields. The Farm Bureau is involved in many community events to reach the public. The Farm Bureau is currently working with Rolling Hills Casino to come up with a map to show agricultural product at their locations in Tehama County. Kari recommended a possibility of joining The Farm Bureau for The Community Garden. Business membership is $125.00 per year. California AG in the Classroom is a big resource for resource materials at the schools to include a newsletter for kids.
Unfinished Business: 

1. Community Garden – 
a. Sale Property – Orle Jackson talked with Dave Lamberson at P.A.T.H. about how they approached the Sale family. Orle spoke of his idea to approach the Sale family through P.A.T.H. to maybe start a garden that works with the public as well as the Homeless Project.

b. Dairyville Nursery – Jerry Swart mentioned that he had spoken with Joleen Queen said that she is happy to help with anything. So if wanted to use their green house or anything like that we were welcome.

c. Locations – It was discussed that to start ground cover on a site we would need to be planting by late September to early October. It was discussed maybe to start a project at one of the schools. The next step discussed was to invite one of the representatives from the schools to speak with us as to what their ideas are for a project.
2. Board & General Meetings –

a. It was discussed that the General Meetings be cut down to 1 meeting a month instead of 2 and that the meeting would have at least 1 guest speaker. Also the idea of going back to have that meeting on a Saturday so that more individuals may be able to attend and to make that meeting about a certain topic for instance The Community Garden Project. a. Paynes Creek Property – Agreed to check out the property. Due to the distance will probably need to be a place that generates income to cover the costs. Jerry Swart is concerned about the water and what sort of crop could be produced up there. Possibility of Jerusalem Artichoke as crop.
b. Invite School Representatives to future meeting to discuss ideas for a project.
