Minutes of the March 3, 2010 Meeting

Noel Bookout opened the meeting at 1:10 p.m.

Members were introduced. Minutes of the last meeting will be reviewed and approved.  Orle reported a petty cash balance of $61.22. Ashley turned in $176 which represented petty cash from January through July of 2009.  It was m/s/p that Ashley be paid $106.75 for 2009 and 2010 domain registration and renewal and hosting for 2009 and first quarter of 2010.  With this expenditure, the petty cash balance was $130.47.  Discussion then followed regarding the potential need to obtain replacement checks for those that were issue over a year ago.  It was m/s/p that the treasurer’s report be accepted.  
Orle reported on the status of the 2-1-1 steering committee.  Chris, Colleen and Noel indicated that they would attend the next steering committee meeting on March 30th at 10:00am.  It was m/s/p that Tehama Together continue to coordinate the planning for 2-1-1. Gail Locke’s interest in 2-1-1 and Tehama Together was discussed.  While she does not want to serve on our board, she will be welcomed to attend meetings as a community non-voting member.  

Participation in Project Connect was discussed.  It was m/s/p that Chris would send an email to board members asking for their interest in volunteering for the program on May 5th.

Chris updated the board on the status of the 501c3 application.  She indicated that we can now apply for our tax id number and that we need to pay $20.00 to the State for registration.  It was m/s/p that Chris be authorized to make this payment.
It was m/s/p that Chris Pritchard be elected to fill the vacant Vice President position.  

It was decided to delay discussion regarding education workshops and the newsletter until a future meeting. .  

Jerry reported on the possibility of obtaining a location for a community garden on Kaer Street from Mike Shaeffer for $50 per month.  He stressed the quality of the soil and the proximity of the site to a school and a neighborhood.  It was decided to postpone implementation of the garden until our 501c3 status and funding are resolved.  Kathy reported on the possibility of working cooperatively with other organizations with their possible community gardens.

It was decided to establish a publicity committee with Chris, Colleen and Orle.  A committee meeting will be held on March 17th at 1:00 p.m. to update our email list and to plan contacts to be made with supporters.  The need for a fundraising committee was discussed as well as the need for obtaining additional board members.
